State of resin cure changes depending on various factors.
Continuously check the state of resin cure to set at the best condition.
5. Mounting of the head

Make sure to use attached mounting bracket for the head part. Use the bracket within the
specified mounting range. Misuse of the mounting bracket may raise the temperature rise

of the head and shorten the usage life of LED.
